Parent Information for Math Progress Reports – 4th Marking Period           

Standards based grading gives parents, students and teachers more information regarding a student’s progress toward state academic standards. Our math progress report lists the categories of math based on these standards. Teachers will collect evidence of progress toward specific standards.

The fourth marking period will be the first time math is included on the new progress report. Teachers will report only on those standards that are taught during the fourth marking period. As we fine tune the process, you may see additional changes. 

Chapter or topic tests for this marking period will be scored differently than in the past.  Each test will have a cover sheet that lists the standards (learning targets) that have been assessed and the correlating test items. You will be able to see which learning targets your child has mastered. There will be no average or percent given.
