Due to the Thanksgiving break, we will have one
Monday morning rehearsal on November 20", Students who miss too many
rehearsals may be asked to leave the group. In addition, students will be paired up with a
resident to begin a pen pal relationship. This may require a recess or two here and there
(and/or time at home) to write our letters and prepare for a social visit. Please note that
our December performance will include some traditional Christmas carols (Silent Night,
Hark! The Herald Angels Sing, etc.). We need to prepare enough songs to fill our
allotted time, and these are the songs that the residents will be expecting. I am looking to
expand this group in our second year. Ideas for how we can use our talents in service to
our local Ferderbar community are welcome!

There is no cost for this group and chaperones are not needed. Please
complete and return the attached permission slip by Tuesday, October 10", Due to
performance space and other contributing factors, this group will be limited to 50
students. Students need to be a part of 4™ grade chorus in order to participate as we will
use songs from our concerts as well.
