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The Mission of the Herbert Hoover School-Wide Positive Behavior Interventions
and Supports Program is to provide its students with the knowledge of acceptable,
positive behavior 5o that they can become focused, ef fective leaners who are
comfortable and feel safe ina pleasant learring enviranment. The program provides
‘the framework for staff so they can explicitly teach and model the school's
expectations of being respectful, responsible and safe in each area of the school.
“The program also provides the staff with a system for acknowledging positive
behavior and intervening to improve inappropriate behavior

Guiding Principles:

+ Al behavior hes consequences.

+ Behavior can be altered through the use of reinforcements and
interventions.

+ Positive behaviors that are expected must be taught, modeled and practiced.

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Individual Level Rewards
1. Golden Tickets

o Daily, random staff members are given golden tickets in their
mailboxes,

o The tickets should be given o students who demonstrate exceptional
behavior.

© This exceptional behavior means that the student has been
respectful, responsible and/er safe. Examples of this behavior include
students who find money and return it fo an adult or students who
witness bullvina and actively work o stop it or to help the victim.




[image: image4.jpg]Routinely, students who receive the golden tickets will be called to
turn them in to the of fice.

These tickets wil be placed on the *Hoover Hawk All-Star" board
affer the student picks a rendom bingo space from a b

The student will get to sign the "Celebrity Hawks Book"

The students’ families will be notified that their child received a
golden ticket.

The students’ names will be announced on the loudspeaker.

Once a bingo row is filled, all of the students in that row will receive a
prize.

One student’s name will be randomly picked to receive a ‘Mystery
Motivator® prize.

“The 10 winning row tickets will be removed from the board.
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Al staff members will have white bucket fille fickets fo use ona
daiy basis. These can be given o student in the school who
emonstrate respectful, respansible and/or safe behaviors.
Teachers may give as many fickets as they feel are appropriate.

The child must write his/her name and room number on the ticket to
goinfo a school-wide bucket.

Each teacher will have a bucket in his/her room fo collect fickets
throughout the day.

One student from each class will dump their classroom bucket info the
school-wide bucket on a daily basis.

The school bucket will be marked with levels fo indicate when prizes
will be given.
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o Students who display positive behavior in their classrooms will be rewarded
by their teachers
o These rewards will be chosen by each class individually.

School-Wide Rewards
o Students who do nt receive a referral withina marking period will be rewarded
with a variety of things such as extra recess, assemblies, activities.

Behavior Interventions

o Students who do not act respectfuly, responsible and/or safe must be
taught to do so.

o Teachers should teach, model and have students practice the expected
behaviors

o Students who fail to comply with these behaviors will be issued behavior
referral forms.

Minor Behavior Infractions

T the issues are minor in nature, the teacher should determine the consequence
and write up a white minor referral form. Any minor behavior that a feacher would
like 10 be seen be the principal should be issued on a yellow minor referral form.
Any student who receives three minor referrais wil be forwarded fo the principal
as a major issue.

Major Behavior Infractions

Any major behavior issues should be documented on a major referral form and will
be handled by the principal.
