APES is a rigorous, challenging course, designed to deliver the content and experience of a college-level freshman Environmental Science class. Because of the vast amount of content to be covered, we move through the material quite quickly, and it is essential to keep up as we go. The course culminates with the AP Environmental Science National Exam, given in May.
There are two major components to the course: Content and Field Studies.

We alternate between single and double periods throughout the week. Due to the variation in duration of our labs, sometimes we will confine our lab work to the double periods while other times, we may utilize multiple days.  

Grades are generated primarily from tests and lab reports. In addition, there may be in-class activities and homework that will be graded as well. Points are accumulated, and grades are calculated as points earned as a percentage of the total points available.
