The 1920s  KEY VOCABULARY:

PALMER RAIDS-conducted throughout the U.S. in which homes and businesses were searched without search warrants and people were arrested and imprisoned without due process. 

-raids focused on new immigrants and union leaders because they were thought to be communists and anarchists.  
HARLEM RENAISSANCE--an outpouring of creativity among African American writers, artists, and musicians who gathered in Harlem during the 1920s.
JAZZ- combination of Blues and Ragtime, among other things-first uniquely American music 
DEMOBILIZTION: The government had no plan for demobilization at the end of WWI. As a result there was a rise in unemployment and the economy declined. 
LOUIS ARMSTRONG & DUKE ELLINGTON: Famous African Americans who had a major impact on the Harlem Renaissance and Jazz.

2. What is the difference between an anarchist, a communist and a socialist?

Anarchist- no government 
Socialist – goal of sharing the wealth and having a classless society; with government owned property & production

Communist- same as socialist but willing to go to a revolution to achieve goals. 

3. What was the goal of the following groups?

a. American Civil Liberties Union - formed to protect freedom of speech, defend immigrants, trade            unions and unpopular individuals

b. League of Women Voters (ch 27) - worked to educate themselves and all voters on public issues.
c. Anti-Defamation League - formed to stop the false accusation of Jewish people, battled discrimination for many religious groups over time
d. Wobblies - Anti-capitalist labor organization 
e. KKK -anti-black, anti-Jewish, anti-Catholic, anti-immigrant - 

4. What was the goal of

a. The Dawes Plan- circular loan to help Germany repay its loans 
b. The Kellogg-Briand Pact - Agreement between 62 nations including U.S. and France to outlaw war between their countries. Was made to prevent a future war from breaking out. 
-still allowed defensive wars
-No way to enforce treaty
5. Explain the economic philosophy of Presidents Harding and Coolidge. The fiscal policy of these two presidents was to cut taxes and decrease government spending. 

6. What factors contributed to the economic boom of the 1920s? Innovations led to the birth of new industries such as transportation (cars and airplanes) and communications (radio and TV) 
7. What are the characteristics of a free enterprise system? Private ownership of property & production, competition (capitalism)
8. What factors contributed to the development of a consumer culture and national popular culture in the 1920s?

Installment buying, advertising, new household appliances, radio 
9.  What reasons did traditionalists give for opposing prohibition? causes crime, violence and the breakup of families. Stopping drinking would result in a happier, healthier society; to many 
10. What issue was central to the Scopes trial? Teaching evolution 

11.  What reasons led people to move off of farms and into cities between 1900 and 1920? 
-many jobs were in the cities and standard of living was improving. cultural opportunities and fun in the cities
-farm prices declined and a lot of farmers lost their land since they could not repay their loans. Machinery replaced human labor and decreased the need for farmers. 

GREAT DEPRESSION
KEY VOCABULARY:

Black Tuesday – Oct 29.1929 when the stock market crashed. 
Hoovervilles – shantytowns of cardboard boxes where homeless people lived during the Great Depression 
Bonus Army – soldiers who were promised a bonus after WWI and wanted it ASAP during the Great Depression  
Rugged Individualism - believed federal meddling would stifle free enterprise
New Deal- FDR’s programs to help fix the Great Depression and changed government involvement forever. 
KEY IDEAS:

1. List and explain the causes of the Great Depression

Speculation of the stock market, stock market crash, bank crisis, gap in wealth, over-production, under-consumption, government action & high tariffs. 
2. What is a “bank run” and how did it lead to the banking crisis? When people lined up at banks to get all of their money out of the bank. They had to give away all of their money and shut their doors. 
3. Provide examples of President Hoover’s conservative approach to solving the Great Depression. 
-Reconstruction Finance Corp (RFC) – 

· which issued government loans to banks, RRs, & other big business. 

· Lent $ to states to help needy

· Financed public works

4. Explain the historical performance of the U.S. economy from 1880-1929. The performance of the economy had periods of recession followed by periods of growth. 

5. How did the Hawley-Smoot Tariff Act help lead to a worldwide economic depression? We raised tariffs on imported goods, so Europe responded by doing the same, which decreased trade worldwide. 
6. Explain what happened during what is historically called the “First 100 Days”. President Franklin D. Roosevelt sent a record number of bills to Congress to initiate his New Deal Programs (relief, recovery and reform). 

7. What were the 3 R’s in President Roosevelt’s New Deal?  Explain what each “R” attempted to fix. 
Relief- to provide people with what they needed to survive, temporary jobs/money, food 

Recovery – to stabilize the economy 

Reform – make changes in our system so this can never happen again. 

8. Explain the impact unemployment had on American families during the 1930s. Unemployment was a serious problem for a majority of American families. Without funds families could not buy necessary goods or services. 

9. Explain the goal of public works projects. Public Works Projects had the goal of putting Americans back to work. 

10. What was the Dust Bowl and Great Flood of 1936?  How did the government attempt to deal with each problem?

Dust Bowl – in the Midwest, dry land and heavy winds caused horrible dust storms –caused westward migration
Great Flood – in the Northeast, affected PA the worst

Flood control and Soil Conservation Programs
11. Explain how the New Deal impacted unions. The New Deal created the National Industrial Recovery Act that guaranteed workers the right to organize and bargain collectively. The Wagner Act guaranteed the workers the right to self-organization, to form, join or assist labor organizations, to bargain collectively through representatives of their own choosing. The National Labor Relations Board had the power to supervise union elections to ensure that they were free and democratic. 

12. Describe each of the following New Deal agencies:

a. Agricultural Adjustment Act- Aided farmers and regulated crop production. Cut production, even ruined crops to raise prices. Relief & recovery 
b. Civilian Conservation Corps- Provided relief with jobs to single, young males on conservation projects
c. Works Progress Administration- provided relief to increase national purchasing power & help employment. -built public buildings, schools, air fields
d. Social Security Act- Old age pensions for workers, survivor benefits, unemployment insurance, aid for dependent mothers & children, the blind & disabled. Reform 
13. Was the New Deal successful in pulling the United States out of the Great Depression?  Explain 
The New Deal helped with relief, recovery and reform but it did not pull us out of the Great Depression. We didn’t come out of it until WWII. 

World War II

KEY VOCABULARY:
Allied Powers-  Great Britain, France, USSR, US, China 

Axis Powers- Germany, Italy, Japan 

Munich Pact- The 1938 agreement in which Britain and France appeased Hitler by agreeing that Germany could annex (take over) the Sudetenland, a German-speaking region of Czechoslovakia 

Lend-lease Act- Legislation passed by Congress in 1941 adopting a plan to lend arms to Britain without breaking our Neutrality Acts 
Executive Order 9066 - Declared that large military zones could be set up to exclude current residents who were believed to be a threat to security and placed Japanese Americans in internment camps 
Blitzkrieg- “Lightening War” the German military strategy during WWII of attacking without warning
Manhattan Project – plan to create the atomic bomb
KEY IDEAS:

1. What was the direct cause of World War II? Germany’s invasion of Poland 
2. What did the Neutrality Act prevent the United States from doing?  How did President Roosevelt get around this law? Legislation passed by Congress in 1936 and 1937 in order to keep the U.S. out of European conflicts, such as the Spanish Civil War. FDR got around it with the Lend-Lease Act. 
3. What event led the U.S. to enter World War II?  In what year did the US enter the war? Attack on Pearl Harbor, December 7, 1941. 
4. Explain what happened to GDP (Gross Domestic Product) during WWII? The GDP increased due to the production of war materials. 

5. Explain how each of the following helped contribute to the war effort:

a. Rationing –saved food and supplies for the war effort
b. war bonds-raised money for the war 
c. price controls- so inflation wouldn’t get too high 
d. victory gardens- people grew their own food so farms could send their food to war 
e. Rosie the Riveter- propaganda campaigns helped encourage women to get involved and she became a representation of the power of women. 
6. The total cost of WWII was estimated to be $321 billion. How did the federal government pay for the cost of the war? The U.S. government raised the money through taxes and the selling of war bonds. 

7. What was Executive Order 9066 and who was affected by it?

Declared that large military zones could be set up to exclude current residents who were believed to be a threat to security and placed Japanese Americans in internment camps
8. What was the outcome of the Supreme Court Decision in Korematsu v. United States?

Supreme Court decision stating it was ok to keep Japanese Americans in internment camps because it is ok to set aside a group’s civil rights during time of war.
9. Explain how each of the following groups were effected by the war:

a. women: Women in the army, but not combat; worked industrial jobs as well as others  
b. African-Americans- still segregated in army, Double V campaign, Tuskegee Airmen 
c. Japanese-Americans- faced discrimination and went to internment camps 
10. Explain the Allied plan to win WWII against Germany and Japan. The Allies decided to defeat Germany first and then Japan “Europe First” policy. 

11. What was the significance of the following military events:

a. Japanese attack on Pearl Harbor –brought US into the war 
b. The Battle of Midway- turning point of the Pacific front 
c. D-Day Invasion- largest amphibious landing, Operation Overlord June 6, 1944 
d. Battle of the Bulge - Major German counter-offensive near the Ardennes, Last major offensive of the war for Germany

e. Dropping of Atomic bombs on Hiroshima and Nagasaki -  ended WWII 
12. Explain the significance of V-E Day. Victory in Europe on May 8th, 1945. The U.S. could use all of her resources to defeat Japan. 
13. Explain the military strategy called Leapfrogging that was used against the Japanese.  

The U.S. would leapfrog or bypass a heavily defended island and then capture a nearby island that was not well defended. 

14. Explain what the top secret project called the Manhattan Project was and how it helped to end the war.

The Manhattan Project created more than 10 facilities in the U.S. with the shared goal of producing the nuclear weapons used against Japan in August, 1945. 

CIVIL RIGHTS 
KEY VOCABULARY:

Nonviolent resistance - Peaceful protest or noncooperation with authorities that is designed to achieve particular social or political goals
Civil Disobedience- The nonviolent refusal to obey a law that the protester considers to be unjust.
Affirmative Action This policy called on employers to actively seek to increase the number of minorities in their workforce. 

Freedom Rides- CORE (Congress of Racial Equality) organized black and white “Freedom Riders” to ride buses through the South 
Black Panthers- Demanded economic and political rights. Unlike the nonviolent civil rights leaders, they were prepared to fight to realize their goals.
Voting Rights Act of 1965- Outlawed literacy tests and other tactics used to deny African Americans the right to vote. It also called for government supervision of voter registration.
KEY IDEAS:

How did the following people contribute to the Civil Rights Movement? 

-Rosa Parks African American woman who was arrested for refusing to give up her seat on a bus to a white person. This act ultimately led to the Montgomery Bus Boycott and the desegregation of buses
-Martin Luther King Jr. Civil rights leader (and minister) who started his fight with the Montgomery Bus Boycott and led the cause through use of nonviolent protest and was assassinated in 1968
-Malcolm X- Black Muslim minister who in the beginning supported black nationalism. He didn’t want to integrate, but to separate from the society. He later made a nonracial appeal for human rights-but was assassinated in NYC in 1963.
-Jackie Robinson – first African American major league baseball player who knew he was an “experiment” for integration 
Explain how Executive Order 9981 affected racial equality. President Truman created the order to desegregate the armed forces. 

What was the result of the Supreme Court case Brown v. Board of Education? 
 
It ruled that segregation in public schools is unconstitutional 
Explain how De Facto segregation occurred in American society. De Facto segregation was established by practice and custom rather than by law. 
Explain how the median incomes differed between whites and non-whites in five southern cities. The African American population earned less money than whites in southern cities. In Washington D.C. the average yearly income for whites was just over $3500.00 while nonwhites earned $2200.00 dollars a year. 

What areas did the Civil Rights of 1964 protect against segregation? 


Employment, public accommodations, public schools 
Summarize what happened in Little Rock Arkansas? 


9 African American students tried to enter Central High School to integrate. The governor ordered the National Guard to stop the students from entering, white citizens were protesting. Eisenhower had to order in federal troops to ensure the safety of the children and he put the National Guard under federal control.
