Course Content:

1. How did the Civil War shape the American concept of LIBERTY, RIGHTS, OPPORTUNITY, DEMOCRACY, and EQUALITY?
2. How did the Progressive Period influence the perception of these 5 crucial American ideals?
3. How did the US emergence as a world power affect these ideals in the form of domestic and foreign policy? 
4. How did these treasured American ideals hold up under the pressure of the Great Depression?
5. How did World War I and II affect the USA politically, socially, and economically?
6.  How did the Civil Rights movement affect American citizens?

Requirements:  The students received a set of rules and expectations at the start of the year

1. There is homework given several nights each week.  A lengthy or difficult assignment may require giving the students several nights to complete it.

2. The final exam counts as 1 full marking period grade.

Grading:  All work is assessed a point value based on:

2. the level of difficulty

3. 90% earns an “A”; 80% earns a “B”, 70% earns a “C”’ 60% earns a “D”.
