Assessment
Your grade will be a percentage of the total points earned compared to the total points offered.  These points come from a range of assignments and quizzes/tests.  Extra credit is not available.  Grades are updated approximately every ten days and are posted by student ID number.  These data sheets will appear on schoolwires as well as in the classroom.  You will know your grade at all times.

Rewrite Policy

As you grow as writer, you will discover that improvements can always be made in your work.  It is important that you come to fully understand this concept before graduating high school.  Therefore, any graded essays always have the option for rewriting.

If the rewrite shows consistent effort and improvement, one letter grade higher can be achieved (up to 10%).

The following criteria must be meet in order to submit a rewrite:

· The original paper must be handed in on time.

· The original paper must accompany the rewrite.

· Papers may only be revised one time only.

Points will be awarded according to how many revisions are incorporated.

Late Work

The good -- I will accept late work.  The bad—I will accept it only up to five days late and at a steep penalty.  Late work will be deducted 50%.  Major essays are deducted a letter grade a day.
