Teacher/Parent/ Team Level Screening Process

Student meets established criteria on Part A and/or Part B
from Gifted Screening Rubrics. Requests (either parental or
team) will be forwarded to Pupil Services by the school
counselor using the current referral cover page. All pertinent
information shall be added along with applicable data from
part A of the Referral Flow Chart (Elementary Gifted
Screening Rubric) and a draft PTE. Pupil Services issues
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e School Initiated - If criteria are not met, counselor mails letter
regarding outcome of screening to parents
e Parent Initiated- counselor notifies Pupil Services to issue a NORA
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If student is not found eligible,
Pupil Services sends a cover letter, GWR,
and Notice of Recommended Assignment
(NORA).

If student is found eligible, Pupil Services
sends parent(s) a cover letter, GWR, and
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intent letter to develop a Gifted
Individualized Education Plan (GIEP).
