Tomorrow night they would be outside the Escorial in the dark along the road; 
the long lines of trucks loading the infantry in the darkness; the men, heavy-loaded, climbing up the trucks; the machine-gun sections lifting their guns into the trucks; the tanks being run up on the skids onto the long-bodied tank trucks, pulling the Division out to move them in the night for the attack.

Liberalism privileges tolerance because it is committed to fallibilism, the idea that our opinions about the world, derived as they are from the local, limited perspectives in which we necessarily live, are likely to be in error even when—again, especially when—we are wholly committed to them.
