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DISTRICT 
1  Although classes may be canceled due to inclement weather, all administrative 1 
2  and supervisory personnel are expected to report for work unless the  2 
3  Superintendent declares an emergency situation and closes all offices. 3 
4   4 
5  Should an administrative or supervisory employee choose to do so, he may 5 
6  remain at home when classes are canceled due to inclement weather.  Such  6 
7  absence, however, must be counted as vacation time, or a day without pay. 7 
8   8 
9  Principals and Supervisors shall see that essential services are provided on  9 
10  inclement days in his area of responsibility.  Should this not be possible, the 10 
11  Superintendent must be informed immediately. 11 
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
