11 Sec. 4.4. Parents shall have the right to inspect, upon request, an approved survey  11 
12  created by a third party prior to administration or distribution to a student. 12 
13  Such  parent requests must  be in writing and submitted to the building 13

16  Parent consent must be received before any student participates in a survey 16 
17  that reveals any information listed below: 17

19  1.  Political affiliations or beliefs of students or parents. 19 
20  2.  Mental or psychological problems of the student or family. 20 
21  3.  Sexual behavior or attitudes. 21 
22  4.  Illegal, antisocial, self-incriminating or demeaning behavior. 22 
23  5.  Critical appraisals of other individuals with whom respondents have close 23 
24       family relationships. 24 
25  6.  Legally recognized, privileged or analogous relationships, such as those 25 
26        with lawyers, physicians, and ministers. 26 
27  7.  Religious practices, affiliations, or beliefs of the student or parents. 27 
28  8.  Income, other than that required by law, to determine eligibility for   28 
29       participation in a program or for receiving financial assistance under such 29 
30       program. 30

32  It shall be the practice of Neshaminy School District to prohibit the use of  32 
33  such surveys unless required by law, or deemed necessary by the  33

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3  If for any reason the Superintendent/designee deems such a survey necessary, 3 
4  it may be conducted provided that the student and/or parent have been 4 
5  notified of their right to inspect all related  survey material and to opt the 5 
6  student out of participation. 6

8  The district shall implement procedures to protect student identity and  8 
9  privacy when an approved survey contains any of the restricted subject  9 
10  areas listed above. 10

13 20 U.S.C. Collection of Information for Marketing 13 
14 SEC. 1232h Parents must be notified of their rights to inspect any approved survey  14 
15  material that results in the collection, disclosure, or use of personal  15 
16  information for marketing purposes.  Parents must be notified of their right 16 
17  to opt a student out of participating in such a survey. 17 
18 3.  Delegation of  18 
19      Responsibility The Superintendent or designee shall develop and promulgate procedures  19 
20  consistent with law and Board policy to ensure that student rights under 20 
21  varying conditions are properly described to parents and guardians. 21

33  “Personal information” means individually identifiable information including 33
