A SUCCESSFUL SECOND LANGUAGE LEARNER:

· Is in school everyday and is in class; listens to teacher and other students.

· Arrives in class prepared to work with proper materials.

· Actively participates in all class activities.

· Volunteers in class.

· Will invest time in the process of learning the language.

· Takes risks and speaks the language even when unsure; is willing to imitate sounds and structures of the language.

· Pays attention in class as written and oral work is completed; learns from correcting own errors and benefits from listening to all corrections.

· Is expected to work with all others in cooperative learning activities.

· Will stay on task even when not personally supervised by teacher.

· Is responsible for all work covered in class and homework assigned; takes the initiative to make-up work/tests missed due to absences.

· Is organized; keeps papers handed out in class in a separate notebook; writes down homework.

· Is willing to study every night:  reviews material covered in class, makes study guides-notes, flashcards for vocabulary/verbs, etc., reeds aloud in the target language.

· Asks for help as soon as a problem is noticed.

· Sets goals and stays focused on tasks.

· Keeps trying and does not quit.

· Takes change of own learning and keeps own record of progress.
