
Work with your team to create a magazine about American culture during the 1950s. 
_____ Step 1: Assign Roles.  Review the roles sheet and divide them up among the members of your team.  Make sure everyone understands his or her responsibilities.  Everyone will participate in the creation of the magazine. Try to pick roles according to your strengths. 
_____ Step 2: Learn about the changes in American culture in the 1950s.  Your group is responsible for researching the following information using the textbooks in class, the internet in school and at home, and any other sources you can find.  Make sure each group member knows what he or she is responsible for covering so you don’t have gaps or overlaps. You must each choose a separate topic to cover in your separate articles, but you may cover other topics in your extra items. 
Please be sure to cover at least TWO topics from EACH of the two categories:

_____ Step 3: Create your magazine.  Each team member needs to create the parts of the magazine specific to their role. Concentrate on getting the articles and the editorial done first. From there, work on the advertisements, extra additions and editorial cartoon. Finally, compile your list of sources in your bibliography. 
_____ Step 4: Edit and layout your magazine for “publication.”  Final copies of articles must be typed at home or on your own time. Use class time to share your work with your group, to edit and layout the magazine. Your Editor in Chief needs to oversee this process during class work time.  Please make sure each item has the name of its creator on it. 
_____ Step 5: Grade your own magazine before submitting it for “distribution.”  The Editor in Chief leads the team in going through the rubric one page at a time. Is this magazine covering all of the requirements? Do you have any last minute edits or layout changes to make? 
___Magazine Cover Page with article tie-ins, contents, title, date, etc. (look at a real magazine for ideas.

___Articles (with headlines) of topics your group is reporting on. 


___Pictures (photos or drawings) included in each article. 

___Advertisements (minimum of 3) that are realistic and interesting and not copied


___Editorial and Editorial (political) Cartoon (student made) on a relevant topic 

___Extra Additions (minimum of 3): Things to consider: Comics, Want Ads, Television/Movie schedules, Personal Advice Column (Dear Abby letters and responses), Obituaries, Sports, Gossip column, Fashion, Crossword Puzzle (relevant to the times but NOT vocabulary)

___Bibliography
