US History II (1860-1965)

Course Description:  The 9th Grade course is the second installment of U.S. history that all students in Neshaminy School District will receive.  We will focus on the period from the American Civil War up through the Civil Rights Movement, roughly from 1860 through 1965.  We will highlight five major American ideals and see how effectively the reality of those ideals measures up with the expectations of those ideals.  We will be focusing on EQUALITY, RIGHTS, LIBERTY, OPPORTUNITY, and DEMOCRACY.  We will apply those concepts to many different situations to see how well they stood up to adverse conditions, like a Civil War where Americans fought Americans causing massive injury and death, as well as immense destruction.  We will see reformers come in the late 1800’s with the goal of ensuring access to the American dream for the average American citizen.  We will see the founding ideals of our nation put to the test again during two World Wars and the Great Depression.  The course concludes with the examination of the civil rights movement.  It will be up to you to decide if our nation has lived up to its promise.

Required Supplies:
