	Kerner Commission


	Commission on civil disorders blaming the Watts Riots on racism

	

	Nation of Islam


	Religious group, Black Muslims, promoting complete separation from white society

	

	Black Nationalism


	A doctrine, promoted by the Nation of Islam to separate the races

	

	Black Panther Party


	Group founded in 1966 that demanded by any means necessary economic and political rights

	

	Plebiscite


	A vote on a question of importance

	

	Afrocentrism


	The focus on African history, culture and achievements of African Peoples and their contributions to American

	

	Civil Rights of Act of 1968


	Similar to the civil rights act of 1964 but added the ban on discrimination in the housing market
	

	Swann V. Charlotte-Mecklenburg Board of Education


	Supreme court ruling allowing busing for integration of schools
	

	Affirmative Action


	Act calling on employers to actively seek to increase the number of miniorites in their workforce

	

	Preferential Treatment


	Giving preference to a miniority or female job applicant because of ethnicity or gender

	

	Reverse Discrimination


	Discriminating against whites and males
	

	Regents of the University of California V. Blake
	1978 Supreme court ruling, upheld affirmative action, declaring race may be one factor, but not the sole criterion in school admissions
