But the ones who  spent their lives speaking more than one  language started showing onset something like  four years later than the ones who only spoke  one language.      T he researchers determined that the mean  age of onset of dementia symptoms  in the  monolingual group was 71.4 years, while the  bilingual group was 75.5 years.
