EXTRA CREDIT OPPORTUNITIES – HAND IN ON A GREEN SHEET

Choose from this list whenever you wish to do extra credit work to raise your homework / classwork activities grades. These points will be added to your grade at the end of the grading period. 25 points Max.
NO extra credit will be accepted during the last week of a grading period.

1.      Write and illustrate your own "original" story from the most recent vocab list that we have done. It must contain at least 100 words and be completely in Spanish. – 10 points  

2.      Draw - or cut out of magazines, or using a computer - 10 pictures in story format (on one sheet); under each picture write a sentence, telling me what is happening in each picture. The pictures must be related and tell a story using the vocabulary currently being studied. – 5 points  

3.      Take a story that we've done in class and write a different ending to it. Change what happens.....write at least 75 words. – 10 points  

4.      Write a sequel to a story that we have done in class....sort of like a soap opera....what happens next. You must write at least 100 words in Spanish. – 10 points  

5.      Make FANCY flash cards with the most recent list of vocabulary. Use index cards....one side should be a gorgeous picture and the other should be the Spanish word spelled correctly. (If they're really good, I'll use them in class!) You may use computer art, your own art work, or pictures cut from magazines. – one point per 2 cards, up to 10 points ; **5 bonus points if accompanied by a parent/guardian note verifying that you practiced with the flashcards at home, and can now identify them all without hesitation. 

6.      Visit an authentic Mexican or Spanish restaurant where you can order in Spanish. (first, ask your waiter or waitress ¿Habla español?) Bring in your receipt and a note from the waiter/waitress and your parent/guardian that you completed this task. A sit down restaurant is preferred. (10 points for a sit down restaurant/5 points for Chipoltle) I’m wanting for you to use your Spanish in a conversational setting.
7.      Write 20 original sentences in Spanish using the vocab list we are presently working on. – 5 points  

8.      Draw an original comic strip (4 frames minimum in length) and write the script for it. It should be clever and amusing just like the comics in the newspaper. – 5 points or use the following website www.makebeliefscomix.com   

9.      Make a vocabulary test (and a key) - as if you were lucky enough to be me! ( It can be in any format (multiple choice, matching, translation, etc.) as long as you use all the words in one of our vocabulary lists. (who knows, maybe I'll use it and you'll know all the answers!) – 5 points 

10.  Create a game of some sort, using a vocabulary list or review words. It can be a take-off of a game show, something we've played in class, or your own invention - but it needs to show some originality. (If it's really good, we’ll play it in class!) – 10-20 points  

11.  If you're musical (in band, choir or a rock band)....write and sing a song in Spanish and tape it on a cassette (or burn it on a cd) ...it should be at least one minute long. Include a written script of the lyrics. You can take a song in English and write your own lyrics...but translating directly is too difficult, so I suggest you just make up new lyrics with vocabulary you know! – 5-20 points - 5 bonus points for performing it in class 

12.  Find an article in an American newspaper, magazine, internet, etc., relating to a Spanish-speaking country or the Spanish language. Write a summary (what, where, when, who, why, how) and hand it in with the article. – 5 points

13.  ** Interview someone who is Hispanic, has been to a Spanish-speaking country, or speaks Spanish - take notes in English if you'd like. Write me a summary of what you discovered about that person. Bring a signed note from the person you interviewed. 75 words minimum – 10 points 

14.  ** Go to the library, take out a cookbook of Spanish or Latin American recipes, and make a dish that you can share with your family. Hand in a copy of the recipe along with a hand-written note from home verifying that you did the shopping, preparation, AND CLEANUP. Include comments from the "survivors" regarding their opinions of the feast. - 15-20 points, depending on the complexity of the recipe you choose.

15.   Make a crossword puzzle or a word find using at least 25 words from a recent vocabulary list. Clues will be in English, and the words in the puzzles themselves will be Spanish. Include the answer key. – 5-10 points 

16.  ** Bring signed documentation of any conversation or communication you have with anyone in Spanish – at work, at school, over the phone, computer, etc. – 5-20 points, depending on length of conversation 

17.   Write a list of 10-20 questions in Spanish that you would ask your favorite movie star or any famous person. – 5-10 points 
18.  ** Rent a video (or go to the public library and check one out) about a Spanish-speaking country and watch it. Write me a handwritten, one-page summary in English of what you saw and learned from it. Include the title and length of the video, day and time you watched it, and parent/guardian signature for verification. – 10-20 points, depending on length of video and information in notes 

19.  ** Same as #18, for any cultural program on TV. **5 bonus points if you discover a program that will be aired in the future, and tell me about it FIRST! – 10-20 points 
20.  ** Go to the website www.learnspanish.com – or – www.conjuguemos.com (our school ID is 1612) - or – www.quia.com (you can go directly to the websites on your grade update) and spend at least 15 minutes working on anything there. Bring a signed note with date and time you did the work, as well as a list of the sections you used. Hand in printout, if applicable. – 5-20 points  5 bonus points for doing the same with any other appropriate websites YOU find that help you learn or practice Spanish!
21.   Find a Spanish-language newspaper/magazine online and print it out (or a portion of it)- find an article, and give me a brief summary of it in English. Attach your summary to the article. – 5 points 

22.  ** If you have cable or satellite TV, find a Spanish-speaking TV show/movie and watch it. Hand in a list in Spanish and English of all the words you recognized, and parent/guardian note including the date/time/name of show you watched – 15 min. = 5 points, 20 points maximum 
23.  ** Check out a Spanish-language children’s book from the library and share it in some way with someone else – a member of your family, a friend….you may read it aloud to someone or use it to teach some new words or point out cognates….bring a signed note afterward including book title and describing what you did – 15-20 points 
24.  ** Listen to music in Spanish for 15 minutes (CD, tape, etc.); give name of CD/song and artist and include date, time you listened. List words you understood from the lyrics – then translate them. Include parent/guardian note. – 15 minutes = 5 points, up to 20-point maximum 
25.  ** Listen to the radio in Spanish (there are 2 stations on the AM dial between 1300 and 1500). List words you understand in Spanish, then go back and translate them. Include parent/guardian note with date, time, and English summary of the program(s) you heard. 15 minutes = 5 points, up to 20-point maximum. 
26.  ** Attend (or view on TV) a cultural event; turn in ticket stub or program, parent/guardian note including date, time, location of event and a summary in English. – 10 points  **5 point bonus for bringing an upcoming event to my attention FIRST
27.   Bring food or supplies for one of our in-class fiestas throughout the year. Recipes will be provided; sign-up available during the week before each holiday – 5-10 points  
28.   Go through the grocery store and make a list of products from Spanish-speaking countries (check with the produce manager too); turn in list and name of store – 5 points 
29.   Attend International Club (meets once a month after school, always on Wed.) – 5 points 

30. Have a conversation via text messaging or email/facebook in Spanish and print off or show the teacher the conversation. The level of difficulty and length of the conversation will determine the point value.
