6) You are to be seated in your assigned seat when class begins, and are to get started on the Please Do Now/Warm-Up.  Also, you are to be seated until the bell rings, & please ask permission to get up out of your seat.

7) Homework/classwork is a very important part of this class and is a big part of your grade.  Lateness of either homework or projects will result in a lower grade.  (A letter grade lower each day late!!) NO WORK TURNED IN = A ZERO.  

8) You are responsible for all work due in class.  You will be keeping a notebook and it is to be IN ORDER.  If you are absent, it is your responsibility to obtain your missed work and make arrangements to turn in all missed work with me.    There will be a notebook check at the end of each marking period.
9) All tests & quizzes must be made up within ONE WEEK of your return to school, or it will result in a ZERO grade.

10) We will be keeping a RECORD OF PROGRESS/GRADE SHEET of your grade, so you are responsible for keeping track of your own grade.  If you have any questions about your grade, please ask BEFORE it is too late!!  A progress report will be issued at the half way mark of each marking period.

11) Your grade is based on the total points that you earn throughout the marking period.  There will be homework assignments, classwork assignments, quizzes, tests, and projects.  Grades are published on e-school, so that you or your parents may access your grades at any time.
